Eligible weekends for the qualification tournaments are:

May 1st 2010 – September 15th 2010 (with the exception of the EURO BOWL and EFAF Cup Final weekends and the EC A-Group)
ORGANISATIONAL COSTS

The Organiser undertakes to organise and package The Tournament being responsible for all costs and expenses in accordance with the EFAF’s Tournament regulations and what is submitted on the application.

Each participant is responsible to cover their own travel expenses to the tournament city, as well as the travel for three (3) game officials from their country. Participants are also responsible to cover the costs of residence and lodging of their own team for the time of their stay at tournament city. 

The Organiser shall be responsible for but not limited to the following specified organisational costs, duties and tasks:

A. Cost to be covered by The Organiser:

1) Sanction fee of 2.500 Euro to EFAF

2) Bus transportation to and from the hotel to game venues.

3) Organization of the stadium

4) Advertising and public relations

5) Accommodation and lodging of 14 officials, no per diem.

6) Travel costs officials: each participating federations has to transport and pay for three officials, LOC will transport and pay for two neutral officials from Europe.

7) VIP-hospitality

8) Game balls for all games

9) TV-coverage (optional)

B The Organiser has the obligation to provide:

1. Trophies trophies for Champion, Runner-up, Bronze-medal Game winner and MVP  

2. Souvenir medals for all game officials

3. 30 tickets with access to the VIP hospitality area.

The choosing of host is subject of best offer. If one candidate is willing and able to provide more, for example the accommodation for free or is covering some parts of the accommodation costs, that will raise his chances to have its application considered.
